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G Greater Cheyenne Greenway
The Greater Cheyenne Greenway serves as a transportation corridor and
recreational amenity for walkers, joggers and bicyclists while promoting
recreation and quality of life in the community.   Oversight for the project is
provided by the Greenway Advisory Committee, a group of citizens and
local agency representatives that has worked on implementing the 1992
trails master plan.  

Greenway administration is housed in the Parks & Recreation Department
in Room 302 of the City Municipal Building (2101 O’Neil Avenue). 

Let It Grow - The Greater Cheyenne Greenway is in the midst of a period of
unprecedented growth.  The Greenway Construction map (below) provides a
chronological account of growth of the system since the program's inception 18
years ago.  Early efforts were focused on building adjacent to Crow Creek and Dry
Creek.  Since the new millennium, there has been a concerted effort to provide for
the needs of all residents of the Cheyenne area.  This translates into connecting the
trail to community parks, each neighborhood, providing geographic equity, installing
side paths along arterial roadways, and serving newer subdivisions.  Over the last
2 years alone, the Greenway has grown by more than 6 miles (orange and purple
lines).  There are now 27.3 miles of Greenway.  An additional 3 miles of trail con-
struction is planned for 2010 (dashed yellow line).

Greater Cheyenne Greenway
Access for All - A good measure of the program's success is the level of service
that the pathway provides to the Greater Cheyenne area (see Greenway Access
map below).  The Cheyenne corporate limits plus a one mile buffer (76% of Laramie
County addresses) represents the core of the metropolitan area.  As a separate
jurisdictional and planning entity, the Air Force Base was also excluded from this
analysis.  For the target population described above, 91% of households are with-
in ¾ mile of the Greenway.  This provides a level of access that far outpaces nation-
al or regional comparisons to communities of similar size.  Future extensions will
continue to improve access.

Community Support - Funding of Greenway construction and maintenance comes from two
primary sources: 6th penny allocations and grant funding.  The Greater Cheyenne Greenway
has benefitted from the support of Laramie County voters twice in the last decade -- $4.5M
in 2003 and $2.8M in 2008.  With these funds, the Greenway has been able to leverage grant
funding to stretch these dollars and be a good custodian of public funds.  Recent grant
awards include federal transportation funds distributed through WYDOT from the TEAL and
Safe Routes to School programs.  The people are the backbone of this project, and are to be
commended for their faith in, enthusiasm for, and use of the Greenway.  Thank you.
